B. Vacations, T.V. junkie, Workaholic, Sports addict, Couch potato,  Lazy bum, Retired

4. Citizen, Movie buff, 

5. He will twist and pervert the truth, causing you to believe the lie and to doubt the truth.

6. He will feed your fleshly desires and starve you of the things of God

7. He will tempt your weakness
14 James 1:13-15

14 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone.

4. It gives birth to sin
5. When full grown it brings death

Are you being seduced? Signs of seduction

1. Forgotten your first love – No longer passionate about the things of God

2. Your joy is coming from the world and measured by how your feeling and doing

3. If it’s for you lets do it, if it’s for God forget it.

4. Self esteem based on the worlds opinion of you

5. Critical spirit toward others but blind to your own faults

6. Old habits coming back – fighting, drinking, cursing, smoking, short tempered etc.

7. Always ready to justify your lack of commitment to the Lord, your family and friends.

8. Your own lustily desires are stronger than the known will of God for your life

9. Not bearing good fruit and don’t care

10. Have problem submitting to authority

11. No longer fear the conviction of the Holy Spirit ( Have become hard of hearing)

12. Not-teachable (You know everything)

13. Confused ( Ever learning but never coming to the truth)

Danger of this position

Heb 6:4-8

4
For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost,

And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world to come,

If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.
