In all your ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct your paths.

It will be health to your flesh, and strength to your bones.

It is so easy to lean on your checkbook-Provision can give a false security of how well you are doing---Having money doesn't mean your doing good. Leaning on pipe dreams!!

You might say you don't lean on it, but take it away and see what you do. When the pressure is on you find out what you are trusting in.

You're on ability-Can make you think you are moving in the same direction as God, When it is possible to get in the drivers seat and go in the opposite direction. Mastering the world does not mean you are following the master.

You're own wisdom-Can deceive you into thinking that good works are God works. It can cause you to misinterpret the Word. Ever learning and never coming to the truth!!!!!

Leaning on your wisdom, leaves you with a small foundation, restricted by your own knowledge.
Your family-You can find yourself steeped in old traditions and leaning on beliefs that may be former deceptions. Leaning on what is false!!  The longer you do something the more it seems right-That can be dangerous!! Leaning on what others believe may cause you to drink a cup other than the Lord's.

You're own understanding-The bible says our mind is enmity against God, It wars against God. It thinks too small, It fears too easily, It gets confused, and it lacks the ability to use knowledge correctly. We must never trust our carnal understanding. 
GOD THINKS SO MUCH DIFFERENT THAN WE DO

Isa 55:8-9

8
"For My thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your ways My ways," says the LORD.

"For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My ways higher than your ways, and My thoughts than your thoughts.

(NKJ)

"Therefore give to Your servant an understanding heart to judge Your people, that I may discern between good and evil. For who is able to judge this great people of Yours?"

The speech pleased the LORD, that Solomon had asked this thing.

11
Then God said to him: "Because you have asked this thing, and have not asked long life for yourself, nor have asked riches for yourself, nor have asked the life of your enemies, but have asked for yourself understanding to discern justice,

"behold, I have done according to your words; see, I have given you a wise and understanding heart, so that there has not been anyone like you before you, nor shall any like you arise after you.

13
"And I have also given you what you have not asked: both riches and honor, so that there shall not be anyone like you among the kings all your days.

How Solomon saw himself

I am a little child- In comparison to God we will always be infants in need of His wisdom.

I do not know how to go out or come in.- He felt lost without God.

He asked for

An understanding heart to judge God's people. Only God can understand our heart, and the intent of another.

Discernment between good and evil. God can give us the ability to see through the deception of the enemy, because He knows all things, we only know in part.

PAUL PRAYED FOR THE CHURCH AT EPHESUS

That the eyes of their understanding be enlightened
Eph 1:17-19

that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him,

the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints,

We will miss what God has for us.
